




MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF DITTON PRIORS PARISH COUNCIL  HELD ON THURSDAY 8th November 2007  IN THE VILLAGE HALL STATION ROAD AT 7.30PM.  

1. Public Session: 6 members of the public attended to talk about planning application 07/0880.  4 residents had concerns about noise, maintenance of their hedge, light, security and a detrimental effect on their properties.  Two residents attended to support the application and explain the use of the shed.  It is for storage of the toddlers equipment and will be used only on a Tuesday morning.   Helen Pugh South Shropshire Housing Association will answer any questions you may have.  Helen answered questions regarding the proposed development.  Helen and Fiona Stewart BDC answered the questions from the previous meeting.  Including the number of social houses available for rent in the village, movements in and out of the village and property sales.  The funding bid has gone to the Housing Corporation.  In meantime the research work is being done on the site’s drainage, roadway and lights.  The next stage is a public meeting to discuss the type of development.  An architect has been appointed and there are initial plans drawn up.

  b. trees plants in verge:  SCC R Ealey is due to visit the residents shortly.  He wanted to know why the trees needed moving.  Cllrs said they were concerned with the narrowness of the road and the fact trees have been known to fall in the area.  Clerk to tell SCC the PC would like to see the plants removed.  Action clerk to tell SCC they still want plants removed.
              c. abandoned car Hillside:  BDC are establishing ownership of the land the car is on.
              d. response re flooding in Ditton Priors BDC Housing dept:  Mr Corfield’s needs have all been taken care of.  Flood defences will be installed by BDC to prevent the properties flooding again.  Agencies are looking into what can be done with the culvert.
              f. Bus timetables:  The time table team have not responded.
              g. Dog Control Orders:  Clerk has established no dog control order has been signed for Ditton Priors.  Further consultation is required and more work done by BDC officers before the orders will come into force.

Clerk to contact Helen Pugh with details of how to hire the village hall and see if the consultation can be before Christmas.

There is a network of springs in the area. The site is not secure not being seen off any roads.  The size of the shed is large.  The area is within the Ditton Priors conservation area.  The plans are deceptive not showing Reynolds Close or Ruthall Close developments.  However the Parish Council has no objection to the proposal of a storage shed on the playing fields site or the construction in timber and roof felting.
